Welcome! Our lab is accepting applications from students seeking mentored research training. Experience is not required. Lab members are expected to devote >10 hours/week to research, including attending a weekly lab meeting. Undergraduates are typically expected to enroll in 2 credits/semester. Selection is highly competitive, so consider applying to multiple labs. In order, key criteria include the following:

(a) A commitment to research aimed at reducing the emotional and physical burden of cancer. Applicants interested in children, non-patient populations, animal models, cancer biology, physiology, or neuropsychological mediators should seek opportunities elsewhere. 

(b) Seeking >18 months of mentored training (i.e., not graduating seniors)
(c) Potential for going on to a PhD program in psychology after graduation. All else equal, we prefer psychology majors. The lab is ideally suited for training them to attend a leading psychology PhD program, whether Tulane or elsewhere. We do also accept extremely talented non-psychology majors, such as pre-med and public health students, but they are often at a disadvantage when they join the because of the lack of content expertise and statistical and methodological training. Regardless of major, most of our undergraduates go on to succeed in advanced degree programs (PhD, MD, MPH, etc.). MD students and PhD students in other departments also occasionally rotate through the lab.
